Members had before them an unqualified Annual Return for the Council which
had already been published in accordance with the requirements of the Accounts and
Audit (England) Regulations 2011 and it was
RESOLVED

That the audited unqualified Annual Return for the
Council for 2010-11 be noted.

POLICE MATTERS

Inspector Fry addressed the Council and answered Members’ questions about
various Police initiatives and recent developments in the Town.

In respect of Planning and Environment Committee Minute 36(2) Inspector Fry
informed Members that Dorset Police would issue parking tickets for parking on
junctions in appropriate cases and Members were requested to inform him of any
particular problems that they might notice.

In respect of Planning and Environment Committee Minute 37(2) Inspector Fry
informed Members that night-time crime figures for the period June to October 2011
were lower than for the same period in 2010 when the street lights had been on all night.
For this reason he felt unable to support a request to Dorset County Council for the street
lights in Cambridge Road to revert to all-night burning. A Member of the County
Council informed Members that he had written to the Head of Street Lighting at Dorset
County Council requesting that a protocol be established for when street lights could be
switched back on at night.

Preliminary observations had not revealed any abuse by drivers of heavy goods
vehicles of the weight restriction in the town centre but the situation would continue to be
monitored when possible. Inspector Fry also agreed to consider what action might be
taken to address the perceived problem of drivers travelling along London Road at
excessive speed in cars with modified exhaust systems, causing noise nuisance to local
residents and to take note of the number of vehicles parking without lights in all parts of
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the town in contravention of the law which only permitted vehicles to show no parking
lights when parked in the direction of the traffic in the length of road concerned.

Some Members expressed concern regarding litter around the town but it was felt
that the town was generally litter free. However, Inspector Fry did agree to speak to his
officers with a view to them reminding the public, as and when necessary, about the anti
social nature of littering. Concern was also expressed about the level of litter on the
railway embankment to the east of the town, and the Town Clerk was asked to write to
Network Rail requesting them to clear it. It was noted that birds were responsible for
creating a large amount of mess by pulling rubbish from litter bins. Birds were also
being encouraged by people putting food out for them. The Town Clerk reported that the
Council did not have the legal power to make a byelaw to prevent the feeding of birds.
