The Significance of a High Street Location for the Statue

Our selected woman of history must occupy a prominent position and not be "tucked away." Hiding
them undermines our mission to highlight and honour overlooked and marginalised women. A
town centre location maximises interest and engagement, drawing residents and tourists alike,
thereby supporting the local economy in numerous ways. This prominent placement ensures the
statue garners the attention and recognition it deserves.

Our chosen artist, Denise Dutton, envisions her works of art as being "amongst the people." Like
her previous commissions, this statue will be placed at an interactive, ground-level spot rather
than elevated on a pedestal, ensuring it remains accessible and engaging. Placing the statue in a
central, accessible location aligns perfectly with our shared vision and maintains its intended
integrity.

Points to note when considering the location of the statue.

e Accessibility: The statue must be accessible to all, including those with mobility
challenges. It's also essential for people with visual impairments to touch and feel the
artwork, as they are often excluded from a world of art that primarily caters to the sighted

e 24/7 Availability: The statue needs to be accessible 24/7. It should not be in a building or
place that is closed to the public at certain times of the day.

e Visibility and Proximity: The statue should be located where you might come across it
(rather than seek it out), close to cafes and shops to draw trade, and easy to find for non-
residents. Ultimately, the statue will help support town centre regeneration.

e Interactive Space: The statue needs to be in a location where people can interact with it,
take photos and selfies, and increase the likelihood of photos identifying Dorchester as a
destination.

e Heritage Trail Access: Within easy accessibility to the Dorchester Heritage Trail and the
many historical walking tours.

e National significance: the statue will be promoted and be part of a trail of highly visible
women’s statues across the UK with the organisation VISIBLEWomenUK.

e Police advice — ‘Design out Crime’ officers — consideration must be given to protecting the
statue. The Police would like to see statues like this in a well-lit area, with CCTV and good
footfall.

e The Arts Council: Recommend art on high streets. “The Arts Council believes that art and
culture have an important role to play in helping to bring about positive change in local
communities, and we look forward to supporting ventures which will help revitalise our high
streets while getting people involved with the great things the arts have to offer.”

e Outdoor Arts UK - “Outdoor art creates a rationale for visitors to make extra effort to
attend, bring diverse communities together and help contribute to a destination’s ‘sense of
place’. This strategy offers the vision and the know-how to improve high streets and town
centres through creative solutions, from simple design enhancements to outdoor arts.”

e Public engagement: Many people have expressed their views on social media or in person
at our events. All have stated the importance of a central High Street position.
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e Statue Dimensions: The statue will occupy a small space, standing upright at ground
level. It will be life-and-a-quarter scale, taking up the space of a standing person. A seated
work of art incorporating a bench has also been discussed (see examples below).

Considering these points, we can ensure the statue is accessible, engaging, secure, and
beneficial for the community.

Possible Options

The locations below have been selected based on the above criteria and are situated on the
pedestrianised High Street in the centre of Dorchester.

Option 1 —Cornhill outside Barclay’s Bank.
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Option 4 — Outside Gould’s would be a good spot for a seated bench statue.

Option 5 — The top end of Cornhill is a particularly cluttered section of the High Street, lacking
cohesive planning and aesthetics. With thoughtful design, this entire area could be made
significantly more attractive. This could also be a great spot for a seated bench statue.

Option 6 - This area next to NatWest Bank is currently unappealing, but a redesign of the street
furniture could transform it into an attractive space, including space for a ground-level statue.
